Founder,
Northeast Panhellenic Conference 1981,
Executive Director, Northeast Interfraternity
Conference 1981-1982. Orchestrated the
merger of the Northeast Interfraternity
Conference (NEIFC) and the Northeast
Panhellenic Conference (NEPC), which
would later become the Northeast Greek
Leadership Conference (NGLA). Executive
Board member, Association of Fraternity
Advisors 1981 - 1982. The Larry Philippi
Award was originally established by NGLA
and was given to a Greek Professional each
year until 2006. The Fraternity was proud to
take over the award in 2007.
